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Alexander | — the
Alexander | (1777-1825) was the son of Emperor Paul | (1754-1801) and Maria Feodorovna (1759-1828),
grandson of Catherine Il (1729-1796), Emperor and Autocrat of All Russia from September 27, 1801 to
December 1, 1825.

Alexander | defeated Napoleon Bonaparte in the Russian Campaign (the Patriotic War) of 1812, a war between
the Russian Empire and Napoleon's France. The war lasted for 6 months, from June 24 to December 26.
Nationwide participation in the war, heroism of Russian soldiers and officers, unpreparedness of the French

army for combat operations on a large territory and in natural and climatic conditions of Russia resulted in

Napoleon's defeat in Russia, which led to the formation of an anti-French coalition of European states.
Emperor Alexander | personally participated in the major battles of 1805-1807, 1812 and 1813-1814: in

Austerlitz, Smolensk, Borodino, Maloyaroslavets, Liitzen, Bautzen, Leipzig, the capture of Paris. On March 31,

1814, the coalition troops led by Alexander | entered Paris.

The Battle of Austerlitz took place on December 2, 1805, in Moravia. It went down in history as the “Battle of the Three Emperors”. The armies of Austrian Emperor Franz Il

and Russian Emperor Alexander | fought against the army of Emperor Napoleon. The battle ended with the defeat of the allied army.
The Peace of Tilsit (June 25 — July 7, 1807) was a peace treaty negotiated between Alexander | and Napoleon. The treaty ended the War of the Fourth Coalition.

The Battle of Leipzig (The Battle of the Nations) took place on October 16-19, 1813. Napoleon's army was defeated by the allied armies of Russia, Austria, Prussia

and Sweden.

There are monuments to Alexander | in Taganrog, St. Petersburg and Moscow. The
bronze monument in Taganrog was unveiled in 1831. Alexander | is trampling a snake
with his foot, which symbolizes the victory over Napoleon. In the late 1920s the
monument was dismantled, but it was restored in 1998.

The Alexander Column in St. Petersburg was erected by decree of Emperor Nicholas |
to commemorate the victory of Alexander | over the French in the Patriotic War of
1812. The height of the monument is 47.5 meters. The angel crowning the Alexander
Column is a symbol of the victory of good over evil, a symbol of peace and tranquility

" that Russia brought to Europe by defeating Napoleon's troops. Made of bronze and

granite, the monument was unveiled in September 1834.
In Moscow, the monument of bronze was raised in November 2014. In his left hand

the Emperor holds a sword, the weapon of the enemy lies under his feet.
